






So what happens next? 

A repeat CT scan will be arranged after 3, 6, or 12 months. The 
Radiology Department will contact you with details of this 
appointment via text or letter. If you do not hear about this 
appointment within a month, please contact the THLC team on 01304 
222644.  Twelve month scans will be arranged nearer to the time. 

If your nodule stays the same we may be able to discharge you. 

If a nodule grows or changes in any way, a chest specialist may 
arrange for you to have further tests. This might include a different 
kind of CT scan or possibly a biopsy. 

If you notice any of the below symptoms, please contact your GP. 
It is very unlikely these symptoms will be due to the nodule, 
but it is important to let your GP know anyway about your lung 
health . 

• Unexpected persistent cough

• Unexpected persistent breathlessness

• Fatigue lasting four or more weeks

• Persistent or recurrent chest infection

• Unexplained weight loss

• Appetite loss
